Alice’s Spaghetti Bolognese 

Ingredients

• 2 onions, peeled and chopped
• 1 tablespoon of oil
• 1 garlic clove peeled and crushed
• 500g or small packet of mince

• 90g of mushrooms if you 
like mushrooms!?

• Herbs such as oregano, 
Dry mixed herbs will do. 

• 1 tin of tomato’s
• 1 cup of beef stock
• 1 spoonful of 
tomato puree!

• Spoonful of 
Worchester sauce, you 

don’t have to use this.
• Salt and pepper

• Spaghetti
• Cheese, parmesan
Instructions

Brown the onion is a pan for 
3-4 minutes, add the garlic and 
mince and cook until they are 
brown. Add the mushrooms and 
herbs if you would like these. 
Mix in the tomatoes, stock, tomato 

puree, salt and pepper and cook 
for a few more minutes. Add 
Worchester sauce if you like it!
Simmer and stir occasionally. Once 
this is simmering cook the spaghetti 
in a large pan of water for around 10 
minutes. Drain well when cooked. 
Serve the spaghetti and the Bolognese. 
Add cheese if this is your thing. 
This should make about 4 servings 
to you can feed your family and 
friends or freeze the Bolognese 
in portions once it has cooled.

Raspberry Ice-Cream

Ingredients

• 1 cup of frozen raspberries 
• 1/2 cup of Greek style yogurt 
• 1 tbsp. maple syrup 
or honey 
Instructions

Place all of the 
ingredients in a blender 
Blend until you have the 
desired consistency.
This makes a single portion. 
You could make more and 
freeze it for another time.
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
